Your Rights and Responsibilities

Welcome to WIC:

WIC provides help with your family's nutrition needs, providing ideas about how to feed your family,
where to go for other help, nutritious foods and help with breastfeeding during times when you and/or
your children are growing and developing to improve your/their health. WIC staff are your partners
who work with you to reach positive health goals by talking and sharing ideas. It is important for WIC
staff to ask you questions about your health and diet and to complete a full assessment, including
taking measurements, to better understand your family’s nutritional needs and meet those needs and
interests. WIC foods are designed for you and/or your children to help meet your/their nutritional
needs. Even so, WIC is a supplemental program, which means it does not provide all the food you
and/or your children need, but WIC is here to help. You must reapply and be reassessed for WIC
when your or your child's certification ends. If funding does not allow everyone to be served, then
those at highest risk nutritional need will be served first.

To Receive WIC, | Agree to:
e Show proof of income, address, and identification.
e Give information about my or my child’s medical history and the foods | or my child eat.
e Have my or my child’s height, weight, and blood checked by finger or heel prick.

| Will:

e Give information to WIC that is true and correct to the best of my knowledge. WIC staff may
verify this information.

e Call the WIC office right away if | lose my eWIC card or someone steals it.

e Only buy WIC-authorized foods with my eWIC card.

o Let the WIC staff know if | can’t keep my appointment or if my phone number or address
changes.

e Be removed from the program if | do not receive food benefits for two months in a row.

e Treat WIC staff and grocery store staff with respect.

| Understand:

e Everyone applying for the program is treated the same regardless of race, color, national
origin, age, handicap, or sex.

e | have the right to make a complaint if | feel | have been treated unfairly.

e | have a right to a fair hearing if | disagree with the WIC staff about my eligibility within 60 days.

e WIC will make health services, nutrition education, and breastfeeding support available to me,
and | am encouraged to participate in these services.

e The WIC foods are intended for me and/or my child and should not be shared with others.



Release of Information:

| understand that the State Health Officer allows some of my or my child’s information to be shared
with other programs that serve similar families as WIC. This is to make it easier for my family to
receive other services if | choose, like to see if I'm eligible and reduce the application process, to help
me learn more about these programs and to help improve my family’s health, education and well-
being. | will allow WIC to share information, only name, birth date, address, phone number, income,
height, weight, hemoglobin, immunization status, and appointment times, about me or my child with
these programs. | understand that some WIC health data may be used to evaluate how well the WIC
program and the North Dakota Health & Human Services are meeting participants’ health care needs.
I've been asked by WIC staff about whether or not | consent to disclose information to my healthcare
provider. This information is recorded on the Nutrition Interview in the WIC system, eWIC LegeNDS.
My consent or denial, yes or no, does not affect my WIC eligibility. No other information can be given
to anyone without my permission.

| have read my Rights and Responsibilities. | realize that WIC is a Federal program and if | lie or hide
facts to get WIC benefits, sell, exchange, or give away my WIC foods, formula or if issued a breast
pump, miss coming to WIC two months in a row, participate in more than one WIC program in any
one month (dual participation is illegal), or | am physically or verbally abusive to WIC staff or store
staff, | can be taken off the program and may be required to pay back the value of the WIC food,
formula or breast pump issued to me and may be prosecuted under Federal and State law. If you do
not like the decision about your eligibility for the WIC Program, you may ask for a fair hearing.

USDA Non-Discrimination Statement:

In accordance with Federal civil rights law and U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) civil rights
regulations and policies, the USDA, its Agencies, offices, and employees, and institutions
participating in or administering USDA programs are prohibited from discriminating based on race,
color, national origin, religion, sex, disability, age, marital status, family/parental status, income
derived from a public assistance program, political beliefs, or reprisal or retaliation for prior civil rights
activity, in any program or activity conducted or funded by USDA.
