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Medicaid Autism Applied Behavior Analysis Service

What is Medicaid Autism Applied Behavior Analysis (ABA) Service?

Medicaid Autism Applied Behavior Analysis Service is the assistance provided to a qualifying
individual with an autism spectrum disorder (ASD) diagnosis. The service includes program
oversight supporting comprehensive assessment, care plan development, referral, monitoring
and follow-up; and skills training for qualifying individuals and their caregivers. Services can
occur within the home, community or a provider’s facility.

Who qualifies?

Individuals up to age 21 who are enrolled in Medicaid and have an autism spectrum disorder
diagnosis are eligible for the autism ABA service.

IMPORTANT: An annual Health Tracks/EPSDT screening with recommendations for ABA
services must be submitted yearly to the department for continuation of services.
