The Autism Voucher program, which was authorized in 2013 House Bill 1038, assists in funding
equipment and general educational needs for individuals, below two hundred percent of the 20,000
federal poverty level, from age three up to age eighteen and who have been diagnosed with an 0

autism spectrum disorder. These services are funded from the state general fund.

A large Autism waiver provider has experienced delays in submitting claims for reimbursement.
The delay has resulted in a low level of actual expenditures and the department is working with
the provider to resolve the billing issues.

The Autism Voucher Program was implemented in July 2014 and has received 23 applications
of which, 18 have been approved, 4 have income verifications pending, and 1 has been denied.
At this time payment requests are being reviewed and processed for payment, however as of
9/30/2014 payments were yet to be made.
