The American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 allotted Pandemic Emergency Assistance Funds to states 
administering TANF programs. These funds were made available to provide non-recurrent, short term benefits 
to address a specific crisis or episode of need. ND utilized the $1.3 million received to provide children 
receiving TANF with back to school costs for the 2021-2022 school year.  These payments are not included in 
the Quarterly Budget Insight data.

ND received additional funding to assist CCAP families and providers during the national emergency with 
paying for child care costs and increased operating expenses. Effective March 2021, the Child Care 
Assistance Program is making payments to providers based on the maximum state rate and waiving the co-
payment families are normally responsible to pay.   These payments are reflected in the Quarterly Budget 
Insight data.
