Wastage Processing Functions
There are five available functions when processing a new wastage:

Clear Review Save Submit Delete

Functions

e Clear will clear all of the information that has been entered into the provider
wastage screen but will leave the screen open

Review will open the wastage review screen, which only displays the lots
that are being wasted

Save will save all of the wastage information and close the wastage screen
