PURPOSE
The goal of this Medicaid

waiver is to help families care
for a child diagnosed with
autism spectrum disorder at
home instead of having to place
the child in a facility to receive
needed care.

This waiver is “parent-driven,”
meaning parents or the primary
caregiver determine what their
family can or cannot do, and
the parents identify what it will
take for the family to be able to
keep their child at home.

Parents with the help of their
team (family, professionals
and others important to them),
will determine which waiver
services will assist the family
the most in keeping their child
home.
